e OSSGD completed or in progress required to apply

e participant in activities that promote the greater good
of the community

Stream Two

e a $1,250 award

¢ two awards available

e continuing studies anywhere in Canada at a
post-secondary institution or apprenticeship
program in the fall of 2024
